TILE-LAYING RECOMMENDATIONS

The correct installation and commissioning of a system

of ceramic cladding is a process that involves all the
professionals and processes involved in the project.

In all cases it is necessary to read the manufacturers’
recommendations, as well as the technical specifications of
all the products and materials used.

These recommendations are based on the UNE 138002
Standard and are valid exclusively within the scope of
application set forth therein. In any other case, refer to the
prevailing regulations of each country.

PLACEMENT JOINTS.

This refers to the physical separation between adjoining
tiles which serves technical/aesthetic functions in the
ceramic system and is essential to its final quality and
durability.

Under no circumstances should ceramic cladding or flooring
be installed without joints.

A minimal joint measuring between 1,5 mm and 3 mm wide
should be used in interior cladding and flooring, on stable
backing surfaces and in flooring without radiant heating or
other mechanical demands.

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS FOR FITTING USING
ADHESIVES.

- The layer of fixing material must be applied on the flat
surface in a regular man- ner with a uniform thickness and
flatness.

- The appropriate trowel must be selected according to
the type of installation, the tile dimensions and the type of
adhesive being used. In general, we will use trowels with

teeth measuring between 8 and 10 mm.

- For unstable backing surfaces and large tile formats, we
will select S1 or S2-type deformable adhesives.

- The adhesive must be protected from drying too quickly
and from the presence of humidity.

- Tiles with a low water absorption capacity should not be
allowed to get wet.

- The application must be carried out when the room
temperature and that of the backing surface and the materials
is between +5°C and +30°C, without strong winds or rain in the
case of outdoor fittings.

- Please check the size, caliber, tone, colour, quality of the
pieces before the installation and if there is enough product to
finish the work. No claims will be accepted once material has
been installed.

- As general rule, tiles must be installed in the same
position. This position is indicated with a sign in the back side of
each tile (arrow or similar).

- Tiles should be placed with straight and regular joins
between them.

- For large and rectangular formats, fitting against obstacles
should be performed at a distance of 20% of the size of the
piece or less and with an open joint of at least 3 mm.

- Within the adjustment time, it is recommended to lift one of
the tiles to check if the required contact area is being achieved.
- The excess adhesive must be removed from the joints

before it hardens to produce proper grouting.

- Protect the recently-installed ceramics from severe
weather, frost and premature drying, as well as from any
possible damages that subsequent works may cause.

* We do not recommend its use in rectified white body wall tiles.
They can be chipped when the wedges are removed, as these
products do not have the strength of the porcelain tiles at the
edges.
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GROUTING

This must be carried out with materials developed
specifically for this purpose, defined and classified in
standard UNE EN 13888.

- Grouting should be carried out at least 24 hours
after fitting. The pointing material should be applied in
accordance with the manufacturer’s

- In general, we will use a CG2-type pointing material.

- For cases in which a high mechanical resistance,
sealing and chemical resistance are required, we will use
RG1-type pointing material.

- The grout is to be spread using a suitable rubber
trowel, filling the entire depth of the joins with diagonal
movements.

FINAL CLEANING

To give the ceramic cladding a proper finish, a proper
final clean must be carried out. This way, any remnants

of cement, joint-sealing materials and other residue will
be removed. To do this, we recommended the following
steps:

- Clean the installed ceramic cladding well, removing dirt
and remnants of ma terial, dust, etc.

- Apply water to the surface, wipe it and leave to dry.

- Apply the descaling agent (such as diluted DETERDEK
by FILA, according to the manufacturer’s indications),
leave it to work for a few minutes and

wash the sur face well.

- Finish the cleaning process by rinsing with abundant
clean water.

If, after carrying out the process and once the material has
dried, there are still remnants of adhesive, the process can
be repeated again to remove it. Care must be taken when
applying the descaling agent to prevent it from being left on
the joint, since if it is applied to the joint it can attack it and
alter it.

REJUNTADO

- El rejuntado se realizard transcurridas al menos 24
horas desde la colocacién.

- La aplicacion del material de rejuntado se realizara
segun las instrucciones del fabricante.

- Generalmente utilizaremos un material de rejuntado
tipo CG2.

Linstallation et la mise en ceuvre correctes d’un systeme
de revétement en céramique est un processus qui fait appel
a tous les professionnels et processus impliqués dans
le projet. Dans tous les cas, il est nécessaire de lire les
recommandations des fabricants, les fiches techniques de
tous les produits et des matériaux utilisés.

138002 et sont valables exclusivement dans le domaine
d’application qu’elle indique. Dans les autres cas, vérifiez la
réglementation en vigueur dans chaque pays.

JOINTS DE PLACEMENT.

C’est la séparation physique entre les carreaux contigus
qui remplit des fonctions techniques/esthétiques dans
le systéme et est essentielle pour la qualité finale et la
durabilité du systeme en céramique.

En aucun cas, un revétement ou sol en céramique ne doit
étre posé sans joint ou « a testa ».

Un joint minimum de 1,5 a 3 mm de large doit étre utilisé

pour les revétements et les sols a 'intérieur, sur des

mecdénica, estanqueidad y resistencia quimica utilizaremos
un material tipo RG1

- Se extenderd la pasta de rejuntado utilizando una
llana de goma adecuada rellenando las juntas en todas su
profundidad con movimientos diagonales.

LIMPIEZA FINAL

Para un correcto acabado del revestimiento cerdmico, es
necesario proceder a una correcta limpieza final de la obra.
De este modo se retiraran los restos de cemento, materiales
de sellado de juntas y cualquier otro residuo. Para ello, se
recomiendan los siguientes pasos:

- Limpiar bien el revestimiento cerdmico instalado,
eliminando suciedad y restos de material, polvo, etc.

- Aplicar agua sobre la superficie, recoger y dejar secar.

- Aplicar el desincrustante (tipo DETERDEK de FILA
diluido segun las indicaciones del fabricante), dejar
que surta efecto durante unos minutos y fregar bien la
superficie.

- Les carreaux doivent étre posés avec des joints droits
et réguliers.

- Pour les formats grands et rectangulaires, la pose en
décalé doit étre réalisée a une distance égale ou inférieure a
20 % de la piece et avec un joint ouvert de 3 mm.

- Pendant le temps d’ajustement, il est recommandé de
soulever un carreau pour vérifier si la surface de contact
requise est obtenue.

JOINTOIEMENT.

Il doit étre réalisé avec des matériaux développés
spécifiqguement a cet effet, définis et classés dans la norme
UNE EN 13888.

- Le jointoiement aura lieu au moins 24 heures apres la
pose.

- Lapplication du matériau de jointoiement sera
effectuée conformément aux instructions du fabricant.

- En regle générale, nous utiliserons un matériau de
jointoiement de type CG2. Pour les cas dans lesquels une
résistance mécanique, une étanchéité et une résistance
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chimique élevées sont requises, nous utiliserons un matériau
de jointoiement de type RG1.

- Le mortier de jointoiement sera étalé a I'aide d’'une
truelle en caoutchouc appropriée pour remplir les joints
dans toute leur profondeur par des mouvements diagonaux.

NETTOYAGE FINAL.

Pour une finition correcte du revétement céramique, il
est nécessaire de procéder a un nettoyage final approprié
du chantier.

Pour cela, il est recommandé de suivre les étapes suivantes:
